	Stage 1 – Desired Results

	I. Goals:
By the end of this lesson, students will be able to: 

· Identify and distinguish colours:, red, orange, yellow, green, blue, pink.
· Use sentence Patterns:   
· What colour is it?

· It’s red.
· Have skill:  

· Work in pair and discussion.
· Ask and answer about the colours 


	Understandings:

Students will understand that…
· There are more colours in our life than in the lesson.

· Each thing/object has its own characteristic colour:

· Rose: red

· Banana: yellow

· Sky: blue

· Leaf: green

· Dress: pink

· Orange: orange 
	Essential Questions:

· How many colours are there? And what they are?

· How to pronounce the name of colour in English correctly? (red, yellow, pink, blue, green, orange)

· How to use the structure to ask and answer about colour?

	Students will know….

· The vocabularies about: pink, red, blue, yellow, green, orange, rose…
· Ask and answer structure: 

· What colour is it? 

· It’s red.


	Students will be able to….

· Use their knowledge to call name of colours in English.
· Look at objects and use sentence pattern to ask about its colours.




	Stage 2 – Assessment Evidence

	Performance Tasks:
· Warm-up to review the previous lesson.
· Teacher uses the rose to explain the new words: rose, colour, red
· Students practice structure:

· What colour is it?

· It is red

by the role play conservation in task 1
· Students guess colors of objects or things that teacher provides.
· Students repeat the colours name in English follow teacher while looking the picture about colours.
· Students work in pair to practice structure of asking and answering about colours by using flashcard.
· Students play game named “bingo” that they can practice sentence pattern and colours name.
· Students identify the colours of objects in their classroom.


	Other Evidence
· Observe students in class.
· Role play with the conservation in task 1

· Check some pairs to ask and answer about colours: what colour it it?-It is red/blue…
· Game to review the these colours

	Self-assessment
· Students look picture about some objects (dress, orange, leaf, cloud, apple, banana) and call their characteristic colour by using the structure:
· What colour is it?
· It is red
· Students use sentence pattern naturally in asking and answering to interview about colour

	5’

	· T involves Students (Ss) into the lesson by the guessing game

· T divides class into 2 groups. Ss start numbering from 1 to 5, the same number will belong a group. 

· T will be the model firstly the Ss follow her . She assums that she belongs to group 1. She goes to the board then takes a piece of paper. After that she opens and remembers it then she acts without saying. Other group will ask the question “what is she doing?” then group 1 will guess and say alould “She is walking” 

· If they have correct answer they will get 1 point if not they get no point. The group have more correct answers will be the winner and receive a small gift.


	Stir
	Help Ss review previous lesson and lead in new lesson

	6’
	· In order to help Ss understand the word “colour”, T sticks a blank paper then creates colour by using crayons and drawing on it.

· After Ss know about the word “colour”, T encourages them to pronounce it several times until it is correct.
· Then T asks Ss to open the book on page 54 and look at the characters in the dialogue

· Asks them the question about  “how many people are there in the dialogue and what are they doing”

· T explains that Nam and Mai are playing blindfold game.

· In order to clarify about this game, T calls a Ss go to the board, cover her eyes, give her one thing and let he/she guesses what is it? 

	Settle
	To teach the new words 

To introduce about blindfold game

	6’
	· Afterward, T asks Ss to look at the dialogue on page 54 then she reads it firstly; Ss follow and find out the new words

· Then T uses a rose to teach the words:  rose, red and asks Ss to repeat this words several times

· T writes the form “what colour is it – It’s red” on the board then asks Ss to repeat this form by clapping their hands to make a rhythm

· What color is it?

· It’s red
· Then T reads the dialogue first and Ss repeat it.
· T divides class into 2 group. Group 1 will be Mai, group 2 will be Nam and practice the dialogue then swap their parts.
· T corrects their pronunciation errors when necessary
· T slaps the desk and asks Ss to repeat the dialogue in a chorus to reinforce their pronunciation.

	Stir
	To introduce  the new words: rose, red.
To learn the structure asking and answering about the colour
To practice the dialogue more fluently

	6’
	· T gives each group some red colour objects and asks them to repeat the form:
· What color is it?

· It’s red

· Finally, T asks Ss who can practice the dialogue without book will stand in front of the class and role a play. 
· T asks one pupil will be Nam and one will be Mai and gives Mai a red rose and covers Nam’s eyes.
· T asks other Ss to follow and check whether they read correctly or not.
· T encourages Ss to participate the lesson by giving a small gift for the winners
· Finally T asks the class a few questions to check their comprehension.

	Stir
	To help Ss identify the red colour of some objects around them

Help Ss practice the dialogue more correctly and naturally.

	· T asks Ss to sing the song “a little bird”
     “ A little bird on the tree

       Sing a song, sing a song

       I love you, I love you

       When you sing, I feel happy”
· T asks Ss to open the book page 54 and look at the part two “look and say”

· T hangs 6 different pictures of stars which related to six different colors: red, orange, yellow, green, blue, and pink.

· T asks Ss the question:
· What is this?

· It is star

· T points to the first picture and asks
· What color is the star? 

· It is red

· T asks Ss to repeat the structure several times and pay more attention to the 6 colours

· T checksSs’ pronunciation and corrects their errors
· T asks Ss to work in pair and gives each pair some flashcards to ask and answer about the colours.

· T calls some pair to practice in front of the class

· T gives a small gift to group who has the best performance


	Settle
	The song helps Ss to lead in the next task.
Pictures of stars help Ss to identify the colours in English 

Encourage Ss to practice about the colours in English.

	6’

	· T instructs Ss to play a game named “bingo”

· T divides class into 4 groups and asks Ss to name their group

·  T instructs the rule of game:
“She gives each group 6 pictures with different colours. Ss have to ask T the question “what colour is it?”

 She calls a name of colours by the answer “it is….” Then Ss take the picture with the color which T called. The person who has more pictures will be the winner.”

· T models the first time

· T gives a small gift for the winners in each group.

· T asks Ss to come back to their seat and sing the song “a little bird”

· T asks Ss to review the lesson and check the understanding of Ss by asking the colours structure about real objects in their classroom.

	Stir

	The game helps Ss to remember  colours names in English.
Check Ss’s comprehension
